The Brandman Foundation Loan Fund for Nursing Students will directly address this impending crisis.  This loan fund, in conjunction with the Jewish Community Foundation’s funding, will enable JFLA to be an active participant in the recruitment and funding of the next generation of nursing professionals.  According to Marvin Schotland, president and CEO of the Jewish Community Foundation, “We are very proud to be able to support this loan program for nursing students which clearly responds to pressing community needs for trained nurses. Most importantly, the program ensures the sustainability of high quality care at the Jewish Home for the Aging.”
