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INTEREST FREE HOME HEALTHCARE LOAN PROGRAM CELEBRATES FIVE YEARS OF ASSISTING LOS ANGELES AREA RESIDENTS 

LOS ANGELES – In 2000, the Jewish Free Loan Association established the Short-term Home Healthcare Loan Fund to meet critical community needs by providing interest-free loans to un- and under-insured individuals and families in the Greater Los Angeles area who are recovering at home from illness, injury or surgery.  Today, the fund celebrates five years of assisting those in need.  To date, 178 loans averaging $4,000 have been granted to assist people with the cost of outside care providers and respite caregivers, to pay for living expenses due to a medical emergency, to purchase durable medical equipment and to modify doorways and ramps to allow wheelchair access.  Over $670,000 in interest-free loans has been granted to people of all faiths and backgrounds, including 16% to Hispanics, 28% to African Americans, 16% to Russian Emigres and 51% to Caucasians.

JFLA has collaborated with several local organizations and support groups, such as the Alzheimer’s Association and the Multiple Sclerosis Society, to make referrals to its services.  To qualify for an interest-free loan, an applicant must be a permanent resident of the Greater Los Angeles area; have a steady source of income exceeding their monthly expenses; and secure one or two cosigners for the loan.  Repayment is arranged on an individual basis.
